Minutes of February 5, 2002

President Bill Grover, called the meeting to order at 8:30 AM. 

Secretary's Report: Minutes of the January meeting were reviewed. A motion was made and seconded to accept the minutes and accepted unanimously. 

Treasurer's Report: Carl explained the meaning of the term "split" on the monthly report refers to money received from several different sources. The report was reviewed and a motion was made and seconded to accept the treasurer's report and accepted unanimously. 

Executive Director's Report: Clemmie reported that 34 people attended the January After Hours at ReMax. Committee Reports: 
Tourism/Brochures - Frank will get information on area business maps from Ed Rolf at the Conway Chamber and ask if he can meet with us. The current brochures need to be updated. There was discussion on the format of the brochure as to the benefits of individual brochures or a combined booklet. Bill, Frank and Clemmie will contact Robin Demello in North Conway to discuss options. 
Economic Development: Ted reported that Tamworth and Ossipee are receptive to economic development while other towns have no interest at this time. Zoning must be rewritten to attract new business. Several new businesses are in the works. A sub committee has been formed to look at the travel center planned for W. Ossipee. 
Marketing: Rick asked for a definition of the marketing committee function. 
Scholarship: Dick reported 3 applications have been received that meet the criteria. Checks can be sent to the schools. 
Membership: The membership list has been updated. Non members who have attended Chamber After Hours will be contacted by Clemmie. 

Old Business: Two suggestions have been received for the chamber name change. Diane Sullivan is no longer with the Independent but the Chamber will still have free ad space. 

New Business: JPP funds from the state have been received and could be used to distribute brochures to various visitor centers in the state. Russ did this in the past but a suggestion was made that we use UPS. Russ will provide Bill with a list of the distribution sites. 

Other Business: Laconia Savings would like to have brochures available for relocation packages. We will also provide Chamber applications for new businesses. 
A Winter Spring event is being held at Mount Madness. Since this is not a chamber event, any volunteers are on an individual basis. We need to discuss if the chamber would like to have an ad in their event program. 
The February After Hours will be held at The Brass Heart Inn in Chocorua on Feb. 26. 
The need for a laptop has been tabled to the next meeting. 
Dick Wilson and Russ Stone gave their resignations.
