Annual Dinner - Fifty-one people attended the annual dinner at Province Lake Golf Course. Twenty-five were paid and twenty-six were guests.
Info Booth-the booth is now closed for the winter. Mary Agnes reported 1290 visitors from 35 states and DC and 19 countries.

Guest: Sean Bossie, Executive Director of the Conway Chamber of Commerce, discussed with the board that due to the close proximity of the member towns that it would be advantageous to work together to promote events and share marketing ideas. Events will be shared on each chambers web site. Sean also informed the group of the new management contract Conway recently signed with Mount Washington Valley Chamber. Conway buys services from MWV on a month to month basis. Sean also shared information on Conway's associate membership which permits rack space only, the success of the new village map, and the kiosk designed by Warren Advertising that provides direct phone calls to a member from the info booth.
