President Bill Grover called the meeting to order at 8:38 AM.

Secretary's Report: Joanna expressed concern regarding distribution of minutes to members before they have been approved by the board.  A decision was made to distribute minutes only after they have been approved. Minutes from March were reviewed but not accepted due to a lack of a quorum.

Treasurer's Report: Bill presented the treasurer's report.  The treasurer's report was not accepted due to a lack of a quorum

Executive Director's Report:

Determination pending regarding selection of printing service to print membership brochures.
A suggestion was raised regarding a second golf tournament to be held at Province Lake Golf Course.
A letter needs to be drafted which will be sent to non members attending Chamber After Hours.
Property and Casualty Insurance through our current carrier is no longer available.  Polly will revisit the previous proposal through Ossipee Ins. and report to the board in May.
A question was raised regarding membership to a business not located in a member town.  White Ribbon Spring Water will be sent an application as they do business in Ossipee.
Polly will run an ad in the CCI free space regarding scholarship applications.  Applications may be picked up at school guidance offices and all banks in the area.  Applications should be sent to the Scholarship Committee at the Chamber Office.
There was no 50/50 raffle at the March After Hours at the Whittier House.  The Lions Club would like to host the April After Hours at the Whittier House.  The Lions have also asked to be invited to work on chamber projects.
A joint After Hours with Conway Chamber is scheduled for Sunday, May 8.  The theme is "Survivor Day" and will be held at The Brass Heart Inn in Chocorua.  This is a family day and invites businesses to get together for fun and participate in games and contests.  Bill will contact Sean for more info.
A suggestion was made to approach Lydell to host an After Hours and tour.
Province Lake Golf will host the After Hours on June 17.
Lakeview Nurses Rehab is interested in hosting October After Hours in conjunction with National Brain Injury Awareness Month.
We still need After Hours volunteers for July, August and September.  A suggestion was made to ask area campgrounds.  Polly suggested Riverbend Inn for July and invite Conway.  She will check with Jerry and Craig.
Wits End Campground is a new member.
The representative from Warren Advertising failed to attend the board meeting and has not contacted Polly. We will look to other companies in regard to a kiosk at the info booth.
Judy Gray, Southern Carroll County RSVP Coordinator, will be at The Berlin City Bank on April 23 at 10:00.
David Holt, RSVP volunteer and local photographer, informed us his daughter has been chosen to tour with Sound of America.  She needs $4500 by June 1 in order to participate. Polly shared his letter with the board requesting assistance.  Henry suggested a $500.00 donation in the form of a scholarship.  We will need a proxy vote by members to approve.  Polly will compose a letter and E-mail to Bill stating the Scholarship Committee supports this request.  David requested the mailing addresses of the current members to request support.  He will be directed to the web site.  Polly will put something in the newsletter.
SERVE Program, an area food co-op located in Center Ossipee, needs 25 volunteers by June or they will need to close.  Bill suggested they do a flyer in Northern Lights.  RSVP may be willing to donate some time.  Polly would like to get the word out and will put something in the newsletter after she has approached them for approval.
Polly reported the Beautification Project planted 600 Daffodil bulbs last fall and donated another four dozen to each of the six member towns (288 bulbs).  The cost of purchasing bulbs was $496.00(Langerfeld) and $150.00 (Mt. Greenery).  Profits from the sale of bulbs raised $342.50.  Bill and Polly will review these figures to determine if the Daffodil Project will be continued.

New Business:
Membership - Castle Modular Homes LLC is a new business with owner Ray Welch.  Joe approached him regarding membership.  R&L Sub Shop has also been approached.
Advertisements - Citgo distributes a New England Family Fun Travel Guide containing coupons for area attractions.  Cost to advertise in this guide is $200.00 a year.
Community Guide is a publication which produces 12,000 copies distributed to local businesses.  Cost of a half page glossy is $375.00.
Russ Stone has offered to distribute chamber brochures to state visitor locations at $10.00 per stop.  Polly will look for a letter that denotes all visitor center locations.
Scholarship Applications - The board reviewed the draft of the new application form. A suggestion was made to add a line "Application for financial aid package submitted Y N".  Bill will draft a form with additional information required to receive the scholarship money.  If the scholarship is not collected within one year from presentation the money will be reabsorbed into the fund and increase the amount available the following year.  A student who fails to collect will need to reapply.
A decision was made to provide Community School and Brewster Academy with applications.  Henry will contact schools for deadline dates.
Scholarship Amount - A suggestion was made to earmark one application to a member of the chamber.  We will readdress this request at a later date for a vote.
Rental Listings - We have a total of 11 rental listings.  A letter was sent to past members to re apply.
Board Meeting Time - A suggestion was made to change the meeting time to 7:30 AM.  This will be tabled to May meeting for a vote.
Beautification CD - Not enough money is currently coming in to warrant opening a CD.  A savings account will be opened for $100.00 and money then can be moved to a CD later.
Can Pickup - Bill will pick up cans at Kranky Frankies this month.
