A motion was made and seconded to accept the donation distribution and accepted unanimously.  Polly will draft a letter stating the donation and have checks mailed in December.

Committee Reports:
Tourism/Brochure - Bill, Polly and Jen met to review the membership brochure and have made a couple of changes.  Bill discussed changing the logo to color and will look into it further.  It was decided to not change the Chamber name at this time.  The request will be dropped from the newsletter.

Economic Development/Travel Center-Henry reported a working committee has been formed regarding opposition to the roundabout.  A meeting has been scheduled for December 17 at Whittier House.  Bill feels exact dimensions of the roundabout are necessary to access impact to businesses in the interchange.

Marketing - Members discussed whether Chamber brochures should be distributed to brochure racks in various locations in New Hampshire
