Arthur had sent a letter to Paul Downing asking for a proposal to be submitted to the chamber for the 2004 tournament. The chamber has not received any correspondence. Polly will telephone and email Indian Mound requesting this information. Thank you notes for the scholarship fund donations have been sent. Conway Village Chamber has a new director, Rick McCarvell. $44 was generated from the 50/50. Underground Press copied the newsletter for this month at a cost of $46. The newsletter was ready within 24 hours. Polly has recommended she can do the copying at Ossipee Insurance and the chamber will pay for toner, color paper, and a share of the monthly maintenance of the copier. Polly read a letter from Pat Jones of the Ossipee Planning Board regarding a search for a tenant of the old Ames building. Pat would like the Chamber to keep the planning board informed of chamber activity and is requesting the chamber to send them the monthly newsletter.
