Tourism/Brochure - Mrs. Sergeant will meet with Clemmie to discuss volunteers for the Info Center. A meeting has been scheduled for 5/23 at 10:00 AM to discuss brochures. A booklet entitled Koupons For Kids was shared for review. The booklet contains coupons for area attractions and is distributed at Getty Gas stations. The chamber will look at possible ad packages for next year. 
The chamber agreed to run an ad for Old Home Week in Ossipee 
The chamber needs volunteers to drop off brochures at various rest area locations within the state. Seventeen cases of brochures are in storage and Clemmie will arrange to have them picked up.
